To get the most out of the Mission Trip, I understand the need to be responsible 
and follow the guidelines listed below.  I realize my actions may affect the safety 
and the community of this trip. 

 
 

Guidelines: 

 
1. I understand that I need to treat people as I would like to be treated: 

• Be inclusive 
• No put-downs 

• Respect each other 
• Encourage one another 

 

2. I agree to refrain from public and non-public display of affection (PDA) and to 
avoid situations that may tempt me. 

 
3. I agree to respect myself, others and the local people by following clothing 

rules: 

-  No tank tops or sleeveless shirts at any time 
-  Long pants and closed-toe shoes at work-sites 

-  Capri’s and long shorts can be worn on day-off 
-  Fingertip length shorts are okay at the hotel only 
-  No printed messages dealing with alcohol, drugs or sex 

 
4. I agree to leave all electronic equipment at home (cell phones, iPods, mp3 

players, games, etc.) and to leave TVs turned off.  
 

5. I understand the importance and necessity to eat at every meal and to drink 
at least 48 ounces (six 8-ounce glasses) of water every day, in order to avoid 
getting sick. 

 
6. I agree to be on time to all activities and to be held accountable to the 

leaders. 
 
7. I agree to be considerate of others in my room by keeping my things tidy 

and respecting their sleep needs. 



 
8. I agree to be financially responsible for any damage done to my room and 

pay for any additional charges incurred as a result of my actions. 
 

9. I understand and agree to abide by the following non-negotiable rules: 
 

• Outside of a hotel, no one should go off by themselves, always travel in 

groups of 2 or more, always with an adult 
• Inside of a hotel, no one is to venture beyond common areas (courtyard, 

main lobby) or rooms without an adult 
• No one should be leaving rooms at night when it is bed time – no 

“sneaking out” 

• No opposite genders will be in rooms without an adult leader present 
 

10. I understand that I’m not allowed to possess or use any form of tobacco, 
alcohol, any other type of drug, any form of weapon or any clothing or other 
item that promoted any of these at any time. 

 
 

Consequences: 

 

1-8 These actions will be confronted once with the appropriate action being 
taken. 
 

9-10 These actions will result in being sent home at my family’s expense.

I will fully participate in all Mission Trip events and follow the above guidelines, 

respecting the leaders. I understand the consequences if I choose not to follow the 
rules.
